Referral Criteria for The Kolvin Service


The young person must be under 18 year old at the time of referral.


The young person must suffer or be suspected of suffering from mental disorder.


The young person must be deemed to have high forensic needs and/or present high forensic risks.


The young person must be deemed to require inputs by specialist service in a multiagency context.


The young person must be open to another child and adolescent mental health service who will retain overall clinical responsibility and identify a CPA case coordinator/lead professional who will remain in contact with the case throughout the period of involvement of The Kolvin Service.


YP in the criminal Justice system may be referred directly to The Kolvin Service by virtue of their serious offending but in all cases The Kolvin Service will liaise with catchment area child and adolescent mental health services to bring about an integrated model of service provision.
