From Carlisle (A595)
•	 From the city centre, follow the signs for the west / A595.
•	 Stay on the A595 for 25 miles.
•	 At Low Road roundabout, take the third exit onto the A66.
•	 At Bridgefoot roundabout, take the second exit onto Stainburn and Great Clifton Bypass (A66).
•	 At the roundabout, take the second exit onto Stainburn Road (A66).
•	 Turn left onto Washington Street (A596).
•	 Turn right onto Jane Street (B5297).
•	 At the roundabout, take the third exit onto Oxford Street (B5298).
•	 Turn left onto Park Lane and Park Lane Hospital will be on the right. 

From Penrith (M6)
•	 Take junction 40 onto A66 signposted Workington and Keswick.

•	 Turn left onto Washington Street (A596).

By bus
