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Referral criteria - Learning Disability In Reach and Transition Team (LDITT)
The LDITT accepts referrals for patients who meet all of the following:   

1) The patient has a Learning Disability diagnosis 
2) The patient is an inpatient on a ward within the North East Inpatient Care Group 
3) The Inpatient ward team believe the patient and/or team would benefit from additional expertise and support from the LDITT.
If all three of the above criteria are met, and a referral is accepted, the following support is available.
